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A-train (Satellite Constellation)

» Satellite constellation for Global Environment Observation under cooperation with U.S, France and Japan.
Japan contributes A-train with GCOM-C “SHIZUKU” satellite for observing water circulation changes.

» Satellites are spaced within ten minutes apart from each other and their collective observations (water
vapor, Clouds, CO2, Sea water temperature, etc.) at same time and same location can be used to monitor

precise images of the Earth global environment. |
